· He’ll learn many of the FarmHouse songs we sing at weddings, campus serenades and campus singing contests. Many of us can’t sing a lick, but it helps you build confidence in yourself and step outside your comfort zone.

Most parents find comfort in our FarmHouse Alcohol & Drug Policy, namely the fact that we don’t allow alcohol in the chapter house or on FH property. We’re also strongly opposed to hazing in any form. We have a saying in FarmHouse that “you can’t build men by tearing down boys.”
